■Hours of traffic control 

Saturday, 9 May. 2015 from 7:30 am to around noon 

 

■TRAIN DISTRUPTION 

During above hours of traffic control, train service will be suspended on the Nankai Line and the 

Kōya Line in some sections.  There will be no disruption of subway services and trains will 

operate as usual on JR, Kintetsu and Hanshin line. 

 

◆Kansai International Airport (KIX) to Swissôtel Nankai Osaka 

Rapi:t (Nankai Line) will be suspended.  

Please take JR Express HARUKA till Tennoji station then change to Midosuji-line to get to Namba 

station.  

Or please take Kansai Airport Limousine Bus to get to JR Namba Station (OCAT). JR Namba 

Station (OCAT) is approximately 15 minutes walk from the hotel. 

 

◆Swissôtel Nankai Osaka to Kansai International Airport (KIX) 

Rapi:t (Nankai Line) will be suspended.  

Please take Midosuji-line from Namba Station to Tennoji station then change to JR Express 

HARUKA to get to Kansai Airport. 

Or please take Kansai Airport Limousine Bus from JR Namba Station (OCAT) to Kansai Airport. 

JR Namba Station (OCAT) is approximately 15 minutes walk from the hotel. 

 

■CAR PARK & DRIVEWAY CLOSURE 

From 6.30am to around noon, Swissôtel Nankai Osaka’s car park will be closed and there will be no 

vehicular access to the hotel’s driveway on levels 5 and 6. After lifting of traffic control, vehicular 

access will resume 30 minutes later.
